The Archduke Charles has recently fought and won a great battle against the enemy at Aspern-Essling. Napoleon has been thrown back over the river and is isolated deep in Austrian territory. If he can be compelled to retreat, the impact on the politics of Europe will be incalculable. Accordingly, your force, mainly made up of militia and Freicorps, has been ordered to move on to the offensive.

Your orders are to enter Saxony and, if possible, the Kingdom of Westphalia. The Saxons are traditional allies of Austria, whilst the newly-minted kingdom of Westphalia has been wracked by rebellions over the last few months. If the Saxons can be compelled to return to their historic alliance, or the Kingdom of Westphalia broken up, a major blow will have been struck against Napoleon. The ultimate aim is that by attacks on his allies in Germany you should prevent the upstart Napoleon from concentrating further forces against the main army of the Archduke.

You should co-ordinate your operations with those of FML Radivojevich, who has been ordered to enter Bayreuth, and take under your command the Duke of Brunswick who has 4 small battalions and two regiments of cavalry in his own Freicorps and that of the Elector of Hesse Kassel.

Spies indicate that the Westphalian Corps, under command of King Jerome himself, has mostly deployed to Northern Germany and Swedish Pomerania to fight against the forces of the renegade Prussian Hussar, Major Schill. Only the Royal Guard remains at Kassel. Your patrols reveal that weak Saxon forces remain in Dresden after the main Saxon army marched out to join the main French army. The Westphalian officers and men are mostly recruited from former Prussian, Hessian and Brunswick troops, and their loyalty to their new king will be weak.
