Herzog Friedrich Wilhelm von BraunschweigGD Jean-Andoche Junot, Duc d'Abrantes. 
You are the rightful Duke of Brunswick, expelled by the upstart Bonaparte from your family lands to make way for his shiftless brother Jerome’s absurd Kingdom of Westphalia. Although your family has traditionally looked to Britain and Prussia for support, only Austria currently shows much will to fight against the French in Germany, and you have allied yourself with the Emperor of Austria, raising an army in exile to win back your lands. You have dressed this corps entirely in black, and given them the death’s head as their emblem, in signal of your determination to conquer or die.
After their feeble showing in Bavaria, the Austrians have retreated into the depths of their homeland and shown little willingness to fight after all. You have not bee supported by Austrian forces and have frustratingly been forced to limit yourself to patrols and raids against the Saxon border, nowhere near the dramatic advance against Brunswick of which you dreamed.


The Archduke Charles has recently fought and won a great battle against the enemy at Aspern-Essling. Napoleon has been thrown back over the river and is isolated deep in Austrian territory. If he can be compelled to retreat, the impact on the politics of Europe will be incalculable. Finally recognising the great opportunity in front of them, the hitherto lacklustre Austrians have received orders to advance..


You have agreed, somewhat reluctantly, to place yourself under the orders of the Austrian General Am Ende, however you are a ruling Prince in your own right, and should not take his orders more literally than you wish to. In addition (this is unhistorical) you have command over the Hessian Freicorps, consisting of two squadrons of cavalry and (in effect) a single battalion of infantry.
Your spies are everywhere in Hesse and Brunswick, and many of the Westphalian soldiers are former men of yours. Already, premature revolts have wracked the upstart’s kingdom throughout April and May and you are confident that many of the Westphalian troops will desert to you if they get the chance. The Usurper and his Guard are currently in Kassel, about three thousand strong, the rest of his troops, including a Dutch division of rather mixed origin, have been sent into the North East of the kingdom, and even into Swedish Pomerania, in order to fight against the hero Schill (whom, alas, they defeated and slew last week). The Dutch division (about 5,000) was a few days ago at Stalsund, and a Westphalian Division at Dömitz (4,500).
