You are one of Napoleon's closest associates and oldest friends; after he assumed the sole power which was rightfully his he raised you rapidly to the highest honours in the land. In consequence of the unfortunate recent events in Portugal (of which we will not speak), you have been relegated to command of the French Corps de Reserve, with responsibility for the security of Northern Bavaria, but a great victory will restore you to full favour and win you the Marshal’s baton which is rightfully yours (frankly, if Murat or Sérurier can have one, then being talentless is clearly no obstacle)
Your command is based on provisional regiments of infantry and dragoons, formed by combining the newest recruits with officers and NCOs scraped from the depots and rear areas where their parent regiments rightly left them. Their leadership and training is weak and they are unlikely to do well in combat.

Your assigned missions are: firstly to protect the Army of Germany’s line of communications by preventing any hostile force from crossing the Danube in Bavaria (the Wurttemburgers are responsible for protection of the Danube line East of Bavaria, and the Bavarians themselves are engaged in protecting the line of communication from the Tyrolean rebels in the South), and secondly to protect Northern Bavaria itself, which has been entirely denuded of Bavarian troops. 
You answer directly to Imperial headquarters, and should not take orders from anyone else.
It is 8 June 1809. The Emperor has recently lost a great battle in the heart of enemy territory, near Vienna. It is clear that the enemy will take great steps to prevent him receiving the reinforcements and supplies he needs to sustain himself. An opportunity for you to win glory may be near at hand.
