FML Paul Radivojevicj
You are Paul Radivojevich; a competent and highly professional officer like so many of your colleagues in the Austrian army, you will be written off by generations of ill-informed wargamers because your native language is not French.
The Archduke Charles has recently fought and won a great battle against the enemy at Aspern-Essling. Napoleon has been thrown back over the river and is isolated deep in Austrian territory. If he can be compelled to retreat, the impact on the politics of Europe will be incalculable. Accordingly, your force, mainly made up of militia, has been ordered to move on to the offensive.

Your objectives are: firstly to enter Bavaria and in particular to seek to raise an anti-French revolt in the former Prussian territory of Bayreuth, and secondly to seek to disrupt the French line of communications which runs south of the Danube. The ultimate aim is that by attacks on his allies in Germany, and his line of communications, you should prevent the upstart Napoleon from concentrating further forces against the main army of the Archduke.

You should co-ordinate your operations with those of GM Am Ende, who has been ordered to enter Saxony.

Spies indicate that a major French concentration of infantry and dragoons is at Mainz. Erfurt is garrisoned by troops of the Confederation of the Rhine, but Bavarian forces north of the Danube are weak – their strength is concentrated in the south in a vain attempt to defeat the Tyroleans who, true to their ancient loyalties, have risen in revolt against them.
