Regarded as one of the most promising young officers in the Saxon army, you have been retained in the fatherland to lead the home defence whilst the main body of the army marched to join the Emperor. In a great battle at Aspern-Essling, The French (fighting without their Saxon allies) have just been defeated, and increasing activity among the Austrian pickets on the border with Bohemia (lead by the black-clad Duke of Brunswick) makes it clear that they will soon seek to counter-attack into Saxony in strength.
